La Casa di Dio is an independent documentary film, produced by bwcibo cyf.

Over 1000 people attended 18 screenings in 2009, at Theatr y Mwldan, Cardigan; Aberystwyth Arts Centre, Chapter Arts Centre, Cardiff, and Neuadd y Ddraig Goch, Drefach Felindre.

The history
After the Italian surrender in North Africa, 1,500 Prisoners of War were shipped to POW Camp 70, in Henllan, near Newcastle Emlyn.  La Casa di Dio recounts the tale of their incarceration, but also of love and friendship, and the unlikely relic which they left behind them. 

Far from home, the prisoners vacated one of the plasterboard Nissen huts where they slept, and built a church. Utilizing unlikely ingredients, including carrots, tea, and coffee, tobacco and old bully beef tins, as well as borrowed cement, they fashioned a church complete with a dome and a fresco of The Last Supper.
